 TODAY’S BIBLE VERSES: Exodus 15:22-27,  
John 4:13-14, Isaiah 49:10

 KEY WORDS: perseverance, patience,  
	 needing God

 BEFORE today’s lesson:
•	 Make sure you have all the materials you need 

for the ‘Welcome Zone’ and ‘Fun Zone’ activities.
•	 Gather together all the required ingredients for 

‘Grub Zone’.
•	 Have enough Kidzone magazines for every child!
•	 Print off the ‘Beyond the Zone’ card.
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	 Water plays a big part of this week’s lesson! Link Grub Zone and the Fun Zone 
activity with God Zone and Zone In, introducing the theme of water by reading 
about UN Water Day on ‘Stuff we Like’ page on 10.

 MAKE Cheffy’s delish lemon and lime granita on page 7 before class (it needs to 
freeze). It’s fun to bring out during the session and give each child a spoon to scrape 
their own granita into a cup to try.

 READ Jym on page 12 about ice hockey. We can’t play ice hockey in class, but we 
can have a go at another sport – ice fishing!

 GO ice fishing with Professor Pickle on page 11. Give each child their own ice fishing 
stations – all you need are plates, ice blocks, salt and a length of string. Remind 
the children about the message at the bottom of Jym … then see who can ‘catch’ 
the most ice blocks!

 READ the message at the end of the page.

 REMIND the children about the recent story we read in Kidzone about Moses 
leading the Israelites out of Egypt and through the Red Sea. This week we find out 
what happened next! Show the class where Exodus is in the Bible. Read the story on 
pages 4 and 5.

 TALK about the message at the end of the story and Isaiah 49:10. Talk about how 
God loved his people and looked after them when they were going through the 
desert. Talk about how he loves us and looks after us today. Share some ways he 
has looked after you.

 PRAY: Thank you God that you love us and look after us. Please help us to trust you.

 READ Samuel on page 14.

Use time to get to 
know your group. 



 CHAT about being thirsty for God, which means we want to learn more about him and 
know him better. Ask your class what they can do to get to know God better.

 PRAY: Dear God, thank you that we can have everlasting life with you if we believe in 
you and live the way you want us to live.

 DO Sam’s puzzle and the work sheet on page 15.

 GET to know God better this week! Pray (talk to him) and read the Bible. If you need 
help, ask a grown up to read with you. Read about Jesus telling us how God looks 
after us, like in Matthew chapter 6, verses 25-34. 

 LOOK at the feature on pages 8 and 9 about The Mighty Ducks. Read the message at 
the end, then choose one of the Bible characters and find out more about them. This 
is a fun thing to do with your fam!
